The Delaware scan line appears on all Delaware Withholding and Corporate Income Tax vouchers. It is comprised of 54 characters:
the first 53 characters are determined by tax and taxpayer information and the last (54th) character is a “check digit”.

The check digit is generated by the numbers that precede it. For more information on the check digit or for directions on coding
the check digit, please review the Modulus 31 Check Digit Computation page.
